Council Meeting:  West Conference Room, JRW Building
The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Shiloh Blackburn, Council Chair.  The agenda was reviewed and approved.

Consent Agenda:  The Consent Agenda, consisting of the Draft Minutes from the January 2015 meeting, the Chair Report, and the Executive Director Report, were sent to the Members on April 9, 2015.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the Consent Agenda. The motion passed unanimously.

Financial Report: Debbie Daniels presented the Financial Report, outlining fund balances for state and federal funds. A motion was made and seconded to approve the Financial Report as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

Chair Election Announcement:  Chairperson Blackburn announced the election for Chairperson will be held Friday, April 24, 2015.  Nominations should be given to Tracy Warren.

The Self-Advocate Leadership Network Presentation on the SABE Conference: Dave Dekker and Joe Raiden presented information learned at the Self-Advocates Becoming Empowered Conference held in Oklahoma City, OK in October, 2014.  Laurie Lowe and Noll Garcia also shared their experience at SABE.


2015 Legislative Report: Christine Pisani presented the 2015 Legislative report. The Council was significantly involved in persuading the Joint Legislative Oversight Committees decision to have legislative services conduct a study of the Optum Mental Health Managed Care contract.  The Sign Language Licensure passed the Senate and the House and the Governor did not sign it into law. Medicaid Expansion did not receive a hearing.  Anti-Bullying legislation was passed in this session and the Council provided support.  Senator Burgoyne requested support for Enhanced Criminal Background Check which did not pass.

Team Building Activity: TeRonda Robinson led Council Members and Staff in an activity showing photos of family members and discussing the photo.

Policy Governance Update: Toni Brinegar reminded Council members that Policy Governance was voted on and approved last year as the way meetings will be conducted. She said the main difference is Policy Governance gives all members a voice, instead of working in small groups where people are not heard as a whole.  It allows the Council to focus on the Mission instead of the day-to-day operations of the staff.

National Conference in Nevada:  Funds are available for five Council members to attend the conference being held July 21-22, 2015 in Sparks, NV. Let staff know if you are interested in attending by May 15, 2015.  Please keep in mind there are people who may not have had an opportunity to attend conferences in the past.

25th Anniversary Americans with Disabilities Act Celebration: Hands Around the Capitol 2015 on Facebook is the best place to get information regarding the Celebration which will be held July 17, 2015.  The plan is to surround the Capitol Building with 1,000 people.  Dave, Joe, Ian, and Denise volunteered to staff the booth for the Council.  If members would like to stay and attend the event please let staff know so changes in travel plans can be made.

Member Recruitment Update: Tracy Warren outlined the positions open on the Council.  During the recruitment process Tracy discovered there are some issues with the way the law has been interpreted and approximately half of the applications received are not eligible to serve.  The ad hoc membership committee is considering the possibility of developing legislation to change the state law. Further discussion will need to take place over the phone with a vote by the Council to determine Council direction for staff.

Member Reports: Christine Pisani reported that beginning in July agency representatives will be given 10 minutes for each agency to share information with the full Council that the membership would find helpful.
