The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chairperson Shiloh Blackburn.  The agenda was reviewed and approved.

Consent Agenda:  The Consent Agenda, consisting of the Draft Minutes from the October 2014 meeting, the Chair Report, and the Executive Director Report, were sent to the Members on January 15, 2015.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the Consent Agenda. The motion passed unanimously.

Financial Report: Debbie Daniels presented the Financial Report, outlining balances for state and federal funds. A motion was made and seconded to approve the Financial Report as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

FY 2015 First Quarter Progress Report: Tracy Warren presented the First Quarter Progress Report.  The report is in a new, easier to read format.  

Collaborative Workgroup Presentation: Christine Pisani presented the 2014 report the CWG will be presenting to the Senate and House Health & Welfare committees this February.

Team Building Activity: TeRonda Robinson led the group in an activity designed to build energy and prepare everyone for the Legislative visits.
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Council Meeting ‐ West Conference Room
The Council meeting was called to order by Shiloh Blackburn at 9:00.  

Share experiences from Legislative visits: Each Council Member was given the opportunity to report on visits to their Legislative delegation.  The majority of the visits were positive, with just a few Legislative members not available.  The proposed legislation on Sign Language Licensure was well received while the Medicaid Expansion proposal was not.  

Legislative contact sheets and Thank You cards: Time was provided for Council Members to complete their Legislative contact sheets and thank you cards. 

Raising the Minimum Wage Proposal: Christine Pisani outlined the research conducted regarding the issue of raising the minimum wage.  She said very few states have been successful raising the minimum wage.  It causes a hardship on developmental disability agencies if there is not a corresponding increase in Medicaid rates. She proposed monitoring the proposal to see what happens in the future and possibly convening a group to do more research and begin discussions with Medicaid.  After discussion the Council directed Staff to discuss the issue with Lisa Hettinger, Administrator of Medicaid, to determine if Medicaid has a plan in case there is a minimum wage increase.  A motion was made and seconded to direct Christine talk to Lisa Hettinger of Medicaid and report at a later Council meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.  A motion was made to re-prioritize the Medicaid issue to Priority 3, Monitor, from a Priority 2, Support. The motion passed with one nay. 



Optum Update:  It was suggested by Senator Rusche that a letter from Senator Heider requesting an evaluation by the Office of Performance Evaluations might be in helpful. The staff will continue educating legislators about Council concerns with the Optum contract.  

Council Evaluation Summary and Stakeholder Survey Results: Tracy Warren presented the results of the Council Evaluation and the Stakeholder Survey from 2014.
