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Council Meeting Discussion: Federal and State Membership Policies

Ian recommended that we change the statute to make sure that parents who work for agencies can also apply. Rebecca recommended to change the statute because it limits the pool of people from which we can recruit.  Part of the reason these parents get into the field is because of their experience. Jen said she agrees and feels it would not be a conflict of interest. Donna said it is a tough job and it is hard to find people to apply to the Council anyway. Jean asked about the difference between federal and state law for clarification.  Recommends we align our state law with federal law. Jacquie – also recommends bringing state law in line with federal language. Christine asked for a motion that would give staff guidance on action to be taken. 

Jacque Watson moved that the Council work to align its state code with federal code in the Developmental Disabilities Act related to membership policies. Ian Bott seconded the motion.
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Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Staff will proceed with drafting proposed Idaho statute change to be presented to the Council at the July 16-17, 2015.
